The Hewlett District...

t is not possible to find so near to the city a residential community
more desirable than the Hewlett district on the South Shore of Long Island, comprising
the vi”clges of Hewlett Hc:rbor, Hewlett ch Purk, and Hewlett Neck.

Here are some 2,000 acres of country and shore property, 18 miles from Pennsylvania

In the immediate neighborhood are many excellent clubs, including The Seawane Club
located in the village of Hewlett Harbor, Rocl«:xwoy Hunfing C|ub, Cedarhurst Yacht
Club, Atlantic Beach Club, Garden City Golf Club, and Meadowbrook Club. Polo may



be enjoyed at both the Meadowbrook and the Rockaway Hunting Clubs. Tennis facilities
are available at all of these clubs and the annual championship matches are held at Forest
Hills, only 20 minutes by train from the Hewlett section. The Belmont and Jamaica race-
tracks are close by, as are the Curtis, Roosevelt and Mitchell airports. It can be
seen, therefore, that whatever your taste for recreation, whether it be yachting, fishing,

tennis, golf, polo, racing, or aviation, facilities for all of these are close at hand.

Within this pleasant residential neighborhood is situated the property of The Seawane
Corporation, Hewlett Harbor, bordered on two sides by navigable channels from the
Bay and carefully guarded from intrusion by entrance gates under police supervision.
Hewlett Harbor is, in fact, the waterfront portion of this exclusive, 2,000-acre residential

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ewlett Harbor, a part of the Hewlett district

which has been briefly described in the

preceding pages, in no wise deviates from

the principles and purposes which character-

ize this attractive community and, like other

units which comprise the section as a whole, Hewlett Harbor offers its own
characteristic advantages.

By reference to the property map in the back of this book, it will be observed
that the golf course occupies what might be termed the central or interior portion
of the acreage and between the golf course and the surrounding water-ways,
all of which are deep and navigable, there has been left a wide strip of
property which has been subdivided into residence plots ranging in area from
fhree-quqrters of an acre to an acre and a half or more. It will be further noted
that this particular peninsula of property is protected on all sides and that the
mode of development adopted has linked The Seawane Club and its attractive
features with the best and only available waterfront property suitable for dig-
nified homes in this entire locality.

All public utilities are underground. These include power and electric light
lines, water, and gas. The absence of poles and overhead service lines leaves
the beauty of Hewlett Harbor unimpaired.

The Seawane Club serves as a social and recreational center of Hewlett Harbor
and it is the intention of the Seawane Corporation in selecting its purchasers,
to choose only those eligible for membership in The Seawane Club or other Clubs
of similar character in the community.

Prospective residents, unknown to the Corporation, are asked to furnish suvitable
references and in order to maintain the architectural character of the property,

all building plans must be approved by the Corporation.

property of The Seawane Corporation. The golf
course was designed and built under the personal
supervision of Mr. Devereux Emmet and is judged by
experis to be one of the best courses ever designed by
this well-known golf architect, The Clubhouse is a
fine old country house which has been remodeled and
is admirably suited for Club purposes. It is homelike
and aliractive. lis facilities are modern and adequate;
its furnishings in excellent taste, Members of the Sea-
wane Club may avail themselves of the privileges of
membership in the Atlantic Beach
Club, with which the Seawane
Club is now affiliated.

’1_|'1|5 atiractive Beach
Casine, located on Hewlelt Bay, with
800 feet of fine sandy beach sloping
aradually to the water, furnishes a safe,
private, still-water bathing place for
those eligible for membership in The
Seawane Club. The waters of Hewlett
Bay have been analyzed both by the
State Board of Health and a reliable
private chemical laboratory and have
been reported to be unusually pure and
free from deleterious bacteria.

T;e Atlantic Beach Club
is located on the ocean, directly across
Rockaway Channel from Lawrence,
2034 miles from the Queensborough
Bridge and 5 miles West of Lido Beach.
The attractive Clubhouse is of Spanish
design flanked on one side by a pool,
sun terrace, and bathing cabins and on
the other side by the terraced apartment
building, squash and tennis courts and
a miniature golf course. The main Club
building was designed and decorated
by Mr. Joseph Urban. In front of the
Clubhouse, on the beach, stretch the
cabanas, 150 in number, for a distance
of some 1200 feet. This Club has been
recognized as one of the finest beach
Clubs on the Atlantic Coast. Members
of the Atlantic Beach Club may also
become members of The Seawane Club,
if they so elect, because of the affilia-
tion of the two Clubs.
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One of the delightful spots
in the immediate vicinity of the Hewlett
district is the home port of the Cedar-
hurst Yacht Club. This Club, with its
deck veranda and ample landing float,
is patronized by the yachting enthusiasts
of the vicinity.

’1—;1& Rockaway Hunting
Club is one of the oldest Clubs on Long
Island. In addition to a picluresque
and testing golf course, this Club pro-
vides wnusual facilities for tennis, has
two polo fields with fully equipped
stables, a number of courts for squash
racquets, and a trapshooting range. This
fine, old Club has long been the social
center of the Rockaway peninsula.

One of the famous Buckley
Schools is located in Hewlett Bay Park,
part of the Hewlett district, in a beau-
tifully landscaped ten-acre plot. This
is one of the finest private schools of
its kind in the East. Youngsters are cared
for in this School up to boarding school
age. Aside from its excellent courses
of study, it offers healthful, cutdoor
recreation under the careful supervision
of its expert instructors.
